Pitching Matchup
RHP Jose Mesas Jr. makes the start for KC. Mesa was drafted in the 24th round of the 2012 MLB
June Amateur Draft by the New York Yankees. Mesa was committed to play baseball at Seminole
State College of Florida but chose to sign with the Yankees out of Charles Flanagan High School in
Pembroke Pines, Florida. He made his pro debut in 2014 with the Yankees rookie club in the Gulf
Coast League where he went 2-0 with a 2.79 ERA in nine game appearances. In 2019 he began the
season. This season, Mesa returned to AA where he pitched in seven games, striking out 11 in 11.2
innings with a 0-1 record. Mesa is the son of former Major League pitcher Jose Mesa, who played
with eight clubs over a 19-year MLB career.
Zech Lemond gets the nod for the AirHogs. Lemond was the 3™ round pick by the San Diego
Padres in the 2014 draft out of Rice University. He spent parts of five season in the MiLB reaching
AA with the Padres and the following his release in 2018 signed with the Miami Marlins splitting time
between AA and High A. He is 19-22 in his minor league career with a 5.04 ERA coming into this
season.

About the Airhogs
Thirty members of the Chinese National Team, known as the Beijing Shougang Eagles (Pronounced
Beijing Show-Gong Eagle), will be training and playing in Grand Prairie again this season. The
AirHogs have partnered with the “Beijing Shougang Eagles to create a new team: the Texas AirHogs
— powered by Beijing Shougang Eagles.” The Chinese National team has climbed to #20 in the
world rankings. They had been ranked #22 to end the 2018 rankings. They placed fourth in the 2018
Asia games helping their ranking. They finished 16" in the 2017 World Baseball Classic.

Did you know
The AriHogs reliever Tyler Matzek was the losing pitcher the last time a position player picked up the
win on the mound while scoring the winning run on the bases. on July 29, 2014 when Chicago Cubs
catcher John Baker pitched a scoreless top of the 16th and became the winning pitcher when he
scored the winning run in the bottom half against the Colorado Rockies. It was a 6:27 marathon and
was the longest game in franchise history for both clubs and both clubs ran out of relievers after 15
innings. The Rockies turned to starter Tyler Matzek; the Cubs to Baker, their backup catcher to get
through the last inning. Last night Matzek faced Ramsey Romano in the 8™ inning who just so
happed to be the most recent player to achieve that feat. Romano got the win and scored the
winning run in a walk off July 31%* against Sioux Falls. Baker at the time became just the fourth
position player to record a win in the last 45 years, and the first, it's believed, to get the win and
score the walk-off run. Ramsey Romano now has done it as well the second to do and Matzek was
part of the story as well.

Up next
Following the series with the AirHogs the T-Bones will welcome the Cleburne RailRoaders to
JustBats Field at T-Bones.

The T-Bones lead the league in hitting batters from the mound. The club leads the circuit with 62 hit
by pitches.

Last season the largest crowd was on June 24" when KC
hosted Cleburne where 6,180 came into the park that night. It was a 5-4 T-Bones win.

Peru Return
Catcher Christian Correa returned to the club on Tuesday from the Pan-Am Games where he was with the Colombian National Team. Correa left on
August 28" and played in the pool round as well as the Bronze medal game on Sunday. Correa was born and raised in the Miami area, but his family
roots are firmly in Colombia. His mother was born there, and he still has family there. He also has played winter ball in the country as well. The
Colombian team is trying to qualify for the 2020 Olympics in Tokyo as baseball will return to the games next year. In game one against powerhouse
Cuba Correa hit a solo home run to give Colombia the lead and they would go on to a 6-1 win. The Colombian team beat Argentina 4-2 with Correa
starting the 6 inning rally with a base hit on Tuesday. Correa did hit another home run Thursday in the team’s loss to Canada. In the super round Friday
Correa went 3-for-4 and drove in three runs against Nicaragua in the 11-1 win in seven innings. In the next game of the super round he went 2-for-2
with an RBI in a heart-breaking loss to Puerto Rico 2-1. In Sunday’s Bronze medal game Colombia lost 6-0 to Nicaragua in an upset. Correa finished the
Pan-Am Games 10-22 with 3 HR and 6 RBI. The team will be playing in March in Arizona in the Olympic qualifying tournament.

Overall KC is 41-29 against Texas/G.P. for a .580 winning percentage. Vs. Texas. This is the third meeting between the two clubs this season. The T-
Bones won the first three games of the season in Texas and then took two of three in July at JustBats Field at T-Bones Stadium.




Series History
The T-Bones have no-hit the AirHogs twice for their only two no hitters in franchise history. In 2017 the T-Bones recorded their first no hitter against
Texas on July 27, 2017 with Matt Sergey tossing a seven-inning no-hitter. Sergey allowed just two walks punched out 10 in the seven-inning game. The
AirHogs were able to grab the lead on a steal of home by Casio Grider in the top of the seventh but KC came back to walk it off with a Cedric Hunter two
RBI double off the mini monster in left to seal the win. It was the T-Bones first no hitter as members of the American Association and the second of his
career or Sergey. Then on July 5", 2018 at Texas, KC would toss a combined no-hitter in game two of a doubleheader. It was the second straight
season the T-Bones have not hit the Airhogs. Up until Eddie Medina of St. Paul tossed his not hitter this season two of the previous three no hitters for
the league had been walk off no hitters both involving KC. The T-Bones were victims of the feat on June 2", 2016 at Gary with Karl Triana doing the feat
for the RailCats. To put that into perspective it has only happened six time in Major League Baseball the last in 2013.
